Worksheet with fragments of lyrical texts:
Identifying the lyrical self
Student’s name:
Tasks: 
For each piece of lyrical text, students will:
1. Identify the lyrical self: They will decide whether the lyrical self is objective (a neutral, impersonal voice) or subjective (a voice that expresses personal feelings and experiences).
2. Justify the answer: They will count the verbs and pronouns in the 1st and 2nd person singular. Their frequent presence indicates a subjective lyrical self, while their absence suggests an objective lyrical self.
Examples of fragments of lyrical texts:
Fragment 1:

Questions:
• What is the type of poetic self?
• Justify your answer by counting the first and second person singular verbs and pronouns.

Îmi amintesc de zilele de vară, 
Când râdeam cu soarele-n păr, 
Și viața părea un vis frumos, 
Un dar pe care-l țineam strâns în brațe.
